Codene
engg degree not
valid, says court

New Delhi: In a major set-
back to thousands of students
who pursued their engineer-
ing studies through corre-
spondence courses offered by
deemed universities in the
last 16 years, the Supreme
Court on Friday declared the
degrees invalid, making them
vulnerable to lose their jobs
procured on the basis of such
educational qualification.

- A bench of Justices A K
Goel and U U Lalit noted that
University Grants Commis-
sion (UGC) and All India
Council for Technical Educa-
tion (AICTE) did not approve
distancelearning programme
inengineering studies and ap-
proval granted by Distance
Education Council (DEC) to
educational institutions to of-
fer such courses was illegal.

The court was adjudicat-
ing a bunch of petitions on
validity of correspondence
courses of four deemed uni-
versities—JRN Rajasthan Vi-
dyapeeth, Institute of Ad-
vanced Studies in Education
inRajasthan, Allahabad Agri-
cultural Institute and Vinaya-
ka Mission Research Founda-
tion in Tamil Nadu— which
have been providing engi-
neering education through
correspondence since 2001 de-
spite AICTE disapproval.

The apex court also re-
strained all deemed universi-
ties from offering corre-
spondence courses without
getting approval from AICTE
and directed a CBI probe
against officials who had per-
mitted the universities to of-

fer the courses from 2001 on-
wards. The court passed the
orderafter UGC’scounseland
additional solicitor general
Maninder Singh and AICTE
advocate Anil Soni informed
the court that distance learn-
ing courses in engineering
was not permitted.

Holding the degree issued
by universities invalid, the
court, however, opened a
small window for students
who took admission between
2001and 2005 torevivetheirde-
gree by undergoing fresh ex-
amination to be conducted by
AICTE. It said they should be
given another chance as they

~ pursued the course under the

impression that the course is
valid as DEC’s approval
was there. But the court
refused to show sympathy

to students of post 2005
batches as they were
aware that the course was
not sanctioned by the au-
thority concerned.
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
