Erection of Poster/Banners displaying provisions of law,
punishments etc.

Any violation of AICTE Regulations as cited above by an AICTE
approved Institution or an instance wherein any Institution fails to take
' adequate steps to prevent ragging or fails to act in accordance with these
Regulations or fails to punish perpetrators for incidents of ragging
suitably, AICTE shall call for punitive action against erring Institutions as
per provisions of the Approval Process Handbook.
