AICTE clamps down on
unauthorised tech institutions

NEW DELHI, DHNS: The All In-
dia Council for Technical Edu-
cation (AICTE) has urged the
State governments and Union
Territory administrations to
take “immediate steps” toshut
down unauthorised technical
institutions.

The tech education regula-
tor reminded them that they
too have a “responsibility” in
thisregard.

“Of late, it has come to the
notice of the council that some
institutions in various States/
UTs are offering technical ed-

ucation, whichisnot approved
bythe AICTE,"itsaidinaletter
to technical education depart-
ment secretaries of States and
UTs. Italso asked them tosend
action takenreport “atanearly
date.” :
The council, however, did
not share the names of such
institutions with the States.
“You may agree that per-
mitting such unauthorised in-
stitutions to impart technical
education will be detrimental
to the interest of the student
community in terms of rec-

ognition of the course, pur-
suing further education and
securing employment etc.,”
AICTE member secretary
Alok Prakash Mittal stated.
Referring to the council’s
rule book, he underlined that
no institution can offer techni-
cal programme or course with-
out approval. “In this context,
it is the responsibility of the
state/UT concerned to prevent
the student community falling
prey to institutions set up for
monetary consideration,” the
member secretaryadded.
