Volunteers cleaning Panambur Bea(h in Mangaluru on Friday

NEARLY 250 volunteers from
government agencies, education-
al institutions and public joined
together at Panambur beach on
Friday morning to clean the
beach, as part of World Environ-
ment Day event. After toiling for

two hours, the beach wore a tidi-
er look with all the plastic trash
removed from the shore.

Most of the plastic trash con-
sisted of multi-layered plastic
items such as discarded biscuit
or chips pockets, pet bottles, plas-
tic spoons and bags. Two truck-
loads of trash have been collected
from the stretch of three kilom-

eters by volunteers.

Ministry of Environment, For-
est and Climate Change, State
government through district ad-
ministration, college of fisheries
and Sahyadri College of Engi-
neering and Management joined
together to initiate the beach
cleaning drive. NSS volunteers
from the college participated in

the cleaning drive.

Regional Director, Environ-
ment Department, Dinesh Ku-
mar said that they have divided
the entire 38 kilometers of Dak-
shin Kannada shore into eleven
lots, allocating each lot to spon-
sors like industries and educa-
tional institutions to take out
beach cleaning drive. “The drive
will continue for eleven days cov-
ering entire stretch”, he said.

Dean Incharge of Fisheries
College, S M Shivaprakasha said
that theme of World Environ-
ment Day this year is ‘Beat Plas-
tic Pollution’. “The damage plas-
tic causes to marine ecology is
severe and it has to be curbed. A
lot of plastic trash ends up in the
sea through drainage channels”,
he pointed out.

So the objective of entire beach
cleaning initiative includes sen-
sitising local people about plastic
pollution and prevent indiscrimi-
nate littering along the coast, or-
ganisers said. During these elev-
en days, the public awareness
measures will be also undertak-
en. On Saturday, the beach clean-
ing exercise will be undertaken
at Tannirbhavi beach in Mangal-
uru, they mentioned.
